
Signal Centers Zipper Pull Page 1 / 2 
 

Zipper Pull:  (Full instructions) 
 
Take one 3” dowel (¾” diameter) and a 5/8” cup hook (Figure 1).  Sand the  
dowel to remove rough edges and splinters (Figure 2).

If needed, drill a small pilot hole in one end of the dowel. Screw the cup 
hook clockwise into the hole.  The zipper pull is now finished (Figure 3); 
hook over zipper to use as shown in Figure 4.

Long-handled zipper pulls (for dresses that zip up in the back) and T-
handled zipper pulls are shown on the back. 
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The T-handled version uses a Schedule 40 PVC threaded ½” tee 
socket.  The socket is screwed onto the dowel.  Since the dowel is 
not threaded, considerable force must be used, but the handle will 
not come off easily once attached. 

 
This is a long-handled zipper pull for dresses that zip in the back or zip-up boots.  It uses a 
24” dowel (3/4” diameter).   The foam grip is 6” long, with an inner diameter of ¾”.  
There is no slit in the foam; the foam is pushed onto the dowel from the end.
